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1. IDMS adapter checks for changes to any attribute data within the DMS.
Or, IDMS ttzelf signals changes to the adapter. In any case, such a change is called an EVENT.
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The message gueue may notify listening
Service Provider adapters of waiting
messages, or adapters can periodically pol
the queue itself.

The Service Provider adapter identifies the
message, acquires its "attribute payload" and
processes it. The payload may require
content or format transformations.

The adapter then channels the prepared
payload to the Service Provider application via
clurnp FILE, WEB ST invocation, SGL DB
inzertions, etc.

WWhen IDMS adapter idertifies an attribute
change or receives a Service Provider adapter
request, in response t generates one of several
transactions (see above).

The transaction metadata and it's "attribute
payload" are attached to a message that is
subseqguently queued. All subscribed Service
Provider adapters are notified of the waiting
message.
